SAFE USE: Always use chimineas on a flat, non-combustible surface such as concrete, rock, or stone. Do not use this unit
on a wood deck or any other combustible surfaces like dry grass, leaves, mulch, etc. Never use it in an area with an overhead
structure or near any unprotected combustible constructions like vinyl or wood siding. Avoid using near or under overhanging
trees and shrubs.

The unit will become extremely hot while in use. Always use the poker and heat-resistant gloves when maintaining a fire.
